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Infected mites on grazing

Think about:
• Co-grazing horses
• Adjacent horses
• New horses
• Location of  
  muck heaps

Is dung removed at least 
twice a week to reduce 

eggs on pasture, leading 
to less infected mites?

Is the correct  
dewormer dose 

given to kill 
tapeworms and 

prevent egg  
shedding?

Borderline or 
Moderate/High 

result

Think about:
• Grazing away  
  from home

Could rotation of 
grazing and/or cross 
grazing with other 

animals be practiced 
to reduce ingestion of 

infected mites?

KEY
DO NOT repeatedly test and treat  
without evaluating management.

This practice could lead to resistance.

Green speech bubbles:
Opportunities to break the 
tapeworm life cycle and 

reduce reinfection

Red thought bubbles:
Considerations to reduce 

infection risk

Test 3 months after 
treatment, re-evaluate 

management and 
consider additional 

treatment
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
